From the Pastor’'s Desk

Life is busy. We like our food bite-size and on-the-go. We like our information in sound bites and quick
clips. We like our YouTube videos short, our emails at-a-glance, our comics in one frame, and our sermons even
shorter (but don’t get your hopes up too high... this preacher can’t Tweet the gospel and leave it at that!). Punch
line, please, I'm in a hurry. Drive through, please, I'm running late. I've got to get somewhere, and my time is pre-
cious. Life is busy. We’'ve got to hurry. Or do we?

Our lives of faith require much more than a passing thought here and there; truly, discipleship is a calling
for a lifetime of transformation and re-creation. Our spirituality deserves attention and intentionality, even in the
midst of those hectic parts of life... and sometimes it is hard to carve that time and space out on our own. If you
are feeling the need in your own life of faith to stop - breathe - discern - examine - read - think - pray - study -
rediscover - empty — nurture - grow - and to do so in the company of other seekers... join us for a weekly spiritual
formation journey through Lent and beyond.

On Thursday evenings throughout March and April, Spiritual Director Susan Webb will be leading a spiritual
formation group at Franklin Presbyterian Church. The group will read a book together over the course of two
months, and will explore exercises for spiritual deepening and discussion during time spent together. We will be
reading Soul Feastoy Marjorie J. Thompson, and will meet together in the board room next to the parlor from 6:00-
7:15pm each Thursday from March 1stApril 26t (excluding March 22nd and April 5th). Over these seven meetings
together, Susan Webb will guide us through a variety of topics from hospitality to self-emptying, and through prac-
tices from the awareness examen to lectio divina and more.

Susan Webb is currently a member of Bowling Green Presbyterian Church and received her Diploma in the
Art of Spiritual Direction from San Francisco Theological Seminary. Registrants are responsible for acquiring their
own copy of Soul Feast;if cost is a difficulty, contact the church office to secure a copy free of charge. We will jump
in with discussion of chapter 1 at our first meeting (March 1st). The sign-up sheet is located on the bulletin board
in the education wing just outside the sanctuary! *There is no cost to participate in this Aveek spiritual formation
group.*

1 very much enjoyed working my plot, and wouldn’t have had the opportunity had it not been for the
Presbyterian Church funding my plot and the gardening supplies available via the voucher offered by
Community Action. Those types of aid are very much appreciated by a long-term unemployed person
like me.

I finally found gainful employment with Fleet One down in Antioch, TN. It’s a 55-m#le commute each
way, and it was a significant pay cut vs. my last salary over two years ago. | started the new job in mid-
September, and have had you in my budget just waiting to repay the favor of the up-front garden piot.
So | thank you and the church again. t is a terrifically worthwhile thing that you do, offering a spot to
garden for the community at large. | really learned so much about growing fruits and vegetables (and

sunflowersl) from my first foray into gardening.

in fact, | also attended the SNAP Ed classes that Caren Gibson taught at the WKU Ag extension office,
and tomorrow night she is coming over for a final interview so that | may be her 2™ ‘graduate!’ Once
before she completed a questionnaire about the foods | grew, the many varieties, the quantity, how |
stored them for later use, etc. It was interesting to see how many different foods | did grow, as the
season progressed and fruits and vegetables came in at different times. | kept adding to the list as |
recalled more and more that had ripened and been harvested before t moved on to the next phase.
One of my favorites, and the heartiest, were the cow peas, something | was unfamiliar with. 1 just read
The Yearling, and it was one of their very few staples. They freeze well and cook up wonderfully in my
homemade chicken broth. in the book, though, the family dried theirs.

And to think, this ail started for me because | so wanted a few of the mammoth sunflower seed heads
from the garden the prior year! | have some lovely arrangements of sunflower seed heads, dried okra
and various other dried plants and flowers adorning the top of my kitchen cabinets, and even have one
here at work in a beautiful hand-biown vase | got at the Gallery on the Sgquare.

So, thanks again for making it possible for me to garden when | couldn’t afford a plot. It sure was an
enriching experience for my friend James and me.
